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ANNUAL MARYLAND PRESERVATION CONFERENCE SET FOR EASTON
 Baltimore, April 6, 2010 -- Maryland’s Annual Preservation and Revitalization Conference will take place May 20 and 21 in Easton. The two-day event sponsored by Preservation Maryland features 23 educational sessions, four workshops and nine tours. Four groups affiliated with Preservation Maryland will hold annual luncheons at the conference. Awards programs will be held by the Maryland Historical Trust and Main Street Maryland. In addition, receptions will conclude the program on both days. Headquarters for the conference are the Tidewater Inn and the Avalon Theatre.   
Among the conference themes are Green Preservation, rural and community planning, organizational development, technical  information and focus on mid-Shore preservation efforts. Easton, celebrating its 300th anniversary, will be prominently featured with six tours focusing on architecture from the Federal period, the Colonial Revival period, the Main Street commercial revitalization program, historic churches, the downtown plan, and historic preservation tax credit projects. Other local programming includes a Harriet Tubman Underground Railroad landscape tour, a Tred Avon River cruise aboard the skipjack HM Krentz and an exploration of Hope, an historic house and garden .

More than 18 businesses and preservation and community organizations cooperate to organize and produce the conference. A steering committee of local residents assisted in the development of the conference program and logistics.
