	Baltimore Heritage was awarded a grant of $ 500 to assist with the cost of organizing a regional 	“Unconference.”  Preservationists, community groups and students will meet to discuss topics of	public history, historic preservation and community development with participants determining the 	session topics and leading discussions.

	Total project costs are $ 9,420.  Heritage Funds will be used toward the cost of refreshments 
	and 	printed materials.

3.	Applicant:  Brown Memorial Park Avenue Presbyterian Church
	Project Name:  Bell Tower Restoration
	Grant Request:  $ 5,000

	Brown Memorial Park Avenue Presbyterian Church was awarded a grant of $ 2,000 to assist with the 	cost of restoration of the one of two church bell towers.  The church, located in Baltimore’s historic 	Bolton Hill was built in 1870. 

	Total project costs are $ 140,000.  Heritage Funds will be used toward the costs of materials 
	and 	labor to complete the restoration of the bell tower.

4.	 Applicant:  Caroline Economic Development Corporation/Office of Tourism
	Project Name:  The William Still Family Interpretive Center
	Grant Request:   $ 4,500

	The Caroline Economic Development Corporation/Office of Tourism was awarded a grant of $ 2,500 	to assist with the cost of relocating the 19th century wood frame building on the Doncaster Farm to 	prevent its demolition.  The building will be used as the future William Still Interpretive Center.

	Total project costs are $ 5,000.  Heritage Funds will be used toward relocation of the building.

	Historic Sotterley was awarded a grant of $ 2,500 to assist with restoration of outbuildings in its 	historic core damaged by Hurricane Irene. Dating to 1703, Sotterley is the only Tidewater Plantation 	in Maryland fully open to the public.
	Total project costs are currently undetermined.  Heritage Funds will be used toward the cost of 	restoring buildings as prioritized by consultant.

6.	Applicant:  Mount Gregory U.M. Church
	Project Name:  Mount Gregory Church Historic Preservation Project
	Grant Request:  $ 5,000

	Mount Gregory U.M. Church was awarded a grant of $ 1,500 to assist with costs of roof and 	foundation repairs. Construction of the Gothic revival church began in 1898 on the site of the 	Warfield Academy, which was established in 1846 for the education of African Americans in 	Howard County.

	Total project costs are $ 18,000.  Heritage Funds will be used toward the cost of repairs to the 	church’s roof and foundation.

7.	Applicant:  Mt. Zion Historical Society, Inc.
	Project Name:  Mt. Zion Church Emergency Roof Repair
	Grant Request:  $ 3,600

	The Mt. Zion Historical Society was awarded a grant of $ 2,000 to assist with the cost of roof repairs.
	The 1887 gothic revival inspired church in Somerset County retains most of its original architectural 	features from its initial construction and 1916 remodeling.
	
	Total project costs are $ 4,000.  Heritage Funds will be used to repair portions of the roof area on 	the belfry.

8.	Applicant:  Nanticoke Historic Preservation Alliance, Inc.
	Project Name:  Restore Handsell
	Grant Request:  $ 5,000

	The Nanticoke Historic Preservation Alliance was awarded a grant of $ 2,500 to assist with the cost 	of underpinning of the foundation of Handsell, an 18th century Colonial-Georgian style, brick manor 	plantation house in Dorchester County.
	
	Total project costs are $ 83,500.  Heritage Funds will be used toward the costs of labor and 	materials to stabilize the structure.

	Project Name:  Preservation/Repair of St. John A.M.E. Church Building
	Grant Request:  $ 5,000

	St. John A.M.E. Church was awarded a grant of $ 2,500 to assist with cost of its building assessment 
	and	restoration project. The Historic Lafayette Square church’s chapel was built in 1871 and its 	auditorium in 1875 with the current congregation taking occupancy in the late 1920’s. It was the 
	first independent A.M.E. church in Baltimore.

	Total project costs are $ 20,950.  Heritage Funds will be used toward exterior façade restoration. 

10.	Applicant:  Town of Charlestown
	Project Name:  Cecil House Restoration
	Grant Request:  $ 5,000

	The Town of Charlestown was awarded a grant of $ 1,500 to assist with the restoration of the Cecil 	House. 	The ca. 1810 two-story, frame, Federal structure was once a tavern and retains much of its 	original, exterior architecture details.

	Total project costs are $ 5,000.  Heritage Funds will be used towards permanent stabilize the 	structure.
