
 PRESERVATION MARYLAND AWARDS HERITAGE FUND GRANTS 

Baltimore, MD – Preservation Maryland is pleased to announce it has awarded the following grants totaling $20,000 to 7 non-profit organizations and local jurisdictions. The Heritage Fund supports preservation projects and organizations through grants that are awarded for a variety of purposes -- from emergency repairs to case studies -- and range from $500 to $5,000. Along with historic sites, buildings, districts, and objects, projects benefiting archaeological resources are eligible for funding. This initiative is jointly sponsored by Preservation Maryland and the Maryland Historical Trust. The next application deadline for the Heritage Fund is June 1, 2011. Applicant:  Dorchester County Historical Society, Inc.
Project Name:  Meredith House Restoration
Grant Request:  $ 2,000
The Dorchester County Historical Society was awarded a grant of $ 1,500 to assist with the restoration of the Meredith House.  Constructed ca. 1760, the building located in Cambridge, currently serves as a house museum and headquarters for the Dorchester County Historical Society. 

Total project costs are $ 2,200.  Heritage Funds will be used toward the cost of removal of old paint, wood repair and painting of the house’s wooden exterior surfaces.

Applicant:  Friends of Teackle Mansion, Inc.
Project Name:  Teackle Mansion Paint Analysis
Grant Request:  $ 5,000
The Friends of Teackle Mansion were awarded a grant of $2,000 to assist with the cost of the paint research program, which researches and documents the mansion’s 19th century interior paint schemes.  Findings from this research will be used to return the home to its c. 1820 appearance, the period it was inhabited by its original owners.  

Total project costs are $35,000.  Heritage Funds will be used to support consultants’ fees 	for paint analysis. 

Applicant:  Friends of Patapsco Valley and Heritage Greenway, Inc.
Project Name:  Oral History Project
Grant Request:  $ 4,373
The Friends of Patapsco Valley and Heritage Greenway were awarded a grant of $ 3,000 to assist with the cost of an oral history project focusing on the non-extant mill town of Daniels. This is an extension of a previous Patapsco River Valley oral history project.     

Total project costs are $ 4,810.  Heritage Funds will be used toward the cost of hiring the interviewer and transcriber.


Applicant:  Friends of Wye Mill, Inc.
Project Name:  Miller’s House Stabilization
Grant Request:  $ 5,000
The Friends of Wye Mill were awarded a grant of $ 5,000 to assist with the cost of stabilization of the Miller’s House.  Built in the mid 18th century, the structure is a rare example of a colonial miller’s house that exists in concert with its original mill. 

Total project costs are $ 100,000.  Heritage Funds will be used toward the costs of materials and labor to complete the stabilization of the house.
  
Applicant:  Historic Ships in Baltimore, Inc.
Project Name:  U.S. Coast Guard Cutter TANEY Deck Restoration
Grant Request:  $ 5,000
Historic Ships in Baltimore was awarded a grant of $ 2,000 to assist with the cost of restoration of the deck of the U.S. Coast Guard Cutter TANEY.  Built in 1935-36, the TANEY is the last ship floating that fought in the attack on Pearl Harbor.  

Total project costs are $ 100.000.  Heritage Funds will be used toward the cost of restoration of the ship’s wooden deck. 

Applicant:  Historical Society of Harford County, Inc.
Project Name:  Aberdeen B&O Rail Station Restoration  
Grant Request:  $ 5,000
The Historical Society of Harford County was awarded a grant of $ 3,000 to assist with the cost of restoration of the last wooden B&O passenger station between Baltimore and Philadelphia. The Victorian station was built in 1898 and designed by architect Frank Furness.

Total project costs are $ 30,000.  Heritage Funds will be used toward the cost of roof stabilization.

Applicant:  ThorpeWood, Inc.
Project Name:  Structural Assessment/Preservation Plan for the Hagen Farmhouse
Grant Request:  $ 5,000

ThorpeWood was awarded a grant of $ 3,500 to assist with the cost of a structural assessment and preservation plan for a two-story log house in Thurmont, likely built in the early to mid 19th century, presently used as the program center for the organization.

Total project costs are $ 5,500.  Heritage Funds will be used toward the cost of consultant’s fees to complete a structural assessment and preservation plan.
