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PRESERVATION MARYLAND TO HOST CELEBRATE OUR EASTERN SHORE HERITAGE
	Baltimore, MD – August 18, 2011 - Maryland’s only statewide historic preservation organization will focus its efforts on the Eastern Shore with a fundraising event set for Sunday, October 9, 2011, from 4:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. at Wye House Farm, near Easton. The event will feature the tastes and sounds of the Eastern Shore, including oysters, barbecue and Eastern Shore beers and wines. Music will be provided by The Shoremen who play traditional bluegrass and contemporary instrumental music. 
	Wye House Farm is Maryland’s only individual National Historic Landmark and includes a remarkable collection of historic buildings in a magnificent setting on the Wye River. Tours of the property will be led by architectural historians and other experts. The property is being made available for the event by its owners, Mrs. R. Carmichael Tilghman and Mr. and Mrs. Richard C. Tilghman.
	Among the activities will be a Best of the Eastern Shore auction, featuring a package of items representing each Eastern Shore county. Among the offerings are a trip to Smith Island complete with a cake-baking lesson, an historic site river cruise, work by noted artist Nancy Hammond, a custom-built glass and mahogany conservatory ready to assemble, dinners in private historic homes, genealogical consultations, appraisals of decorative arts,  overnights in historic inns, “ admission” to archeology field school and participation in a dig. 	A unique photographic exhibit will highlight the 365 Eastern Shore properties listed on the National Register of Historic Places. These include houses, neighborhoods, churches, vessels, commercial buildings and archeological sites. Owners of these properties have been invited to attend.  A selection of classic and recent titles about Eastern Shore history and resources will be available for sale. Authors will be present for signing.
