This year’s honorees include John L. Graham, III, AIA, of Salisbury who will receive the President’s Award for his professional architectural work and volunteer historic preservation efforts on Maryland’s Eastern Shore. Baltimoreans Eddie and Sylvia Brown of Brown Capital Management and the Brownstone Project will receive the Steward ship Award. Karen Lewand has been elected to receive the Volunteer Award for her work with Baltimore Heritage, Inc., and the city’s Commission for Historical and Architectural Preservation. Preservation Maryland’s inaugural Phoenix Award will be presented to Humanim, Inc., a Columbia MD-based human services organization which has transformed Baltimore City’s former American Brewery into its workforce development center.
Roger Lewis will speak on “Preservation in the 21st Century – It’s About More Than History.”  Lewis is professor emeritus at the University of Maryland School of Architecture Planning and Preservation. For 26 years, his observations on architecture, planning and urban development have appeared in The Washington Post. Lewis is a frequent commentator on NPR’s American University affiliate WAMU-FM and the author of numerous books and articles.
